(Please refer to appendix). Leeden is currently present in Singapore, Malaysia, Indonesia,
and Thailand, with South East Asian countries (excluding Singapore) accounting for 59% of

the Group’s 1HO9 revenue (an improvement from 52% revenue contribution in 1H08).
